Erin Elizabeth Heischober, 29, died November 3, 2008 after a courageous battle with cancer.  Erin served her community in her work as Public Relations director for the Norfolk Jaycees.  Her zest for life and her commitment to her community, even during her illness, inspired us all to be better.  Even on her worst days, we were all left thinking that we could muster that much dignity and grace in the face of any adversity.
